
Over 50 percent of schools worldwide lack safe water and 75 percent lack adequate sanitation (UNI-
CEF). S Students at schools without nearby water sources spend many of their hours collecting 
water. S Girls at schools lacking adequate toilet facilities often have little choice but to drop out 
when they reach puberty (United Nations). S Diarrheal disease, caused primarily by unsafe water and 
sanitation, kills more than two million people every year, most of them children. S Diarrhea causes 
children to miss school, saps energy, interferes with concentration, causes embarrassment, and ag-
gravates malnutrition (World Health Organization). S Because of unsafe water and poor sanitation, 
millions of schoolchildren suffer from parasites. Parasitic infections affect school performance, 
increase drop-out rates, and reinforce the cycle of poverty (UNICEF). S Children who learn good hy-
giene and sanitation behaviors at school transmit their knowledge and practices to their families and 
to the broader community.
